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Dallas ISD 2007 Bond Program Committee Report 

June 2, 2008 

Overview 

The committee recommended that the District allow firms that work for one Program Manager be able to provide design work for a sec-

ond Program Manager.  This was the policy during the last Bond Program.  The District will likely revise the policy so that if a firm works 

for a Program Manager, they will not be eligible to work on design projects.  The Committee expressed concern that this may limit the 

availability of MWBE subconsultants. 

The educational specifications and the design guidelines have been revised and approved by the school board.  The District plans on 

selecting and approving the Program Managers by August 2008.  The goal is to contract with A/Eõs by September 2008.  Initial construc-

tion contracts should be awarded by April 2009. 

An RFQ for surveyors, real estate brokers and other various procurements are posted on the District Web site.   

Design quality and building image was discussed.  The committee recommended that the District consider establishing a design review 

committee to review architectural designs early in the process. 

Sustainability and green building concepts were discussed.  The District does not intend to spend the additional tax payer dollars to 

achieve formal certifications.  However, the District goal will be to comply with basic energy and green building concepts.  These will be 

identified in the design guidelines. 

Prototypical designs were discussed.  It was agreed that these typically do not reduce A/E fees.  However, there can be savings to the 

contractor and a reduced design and construction schedule.  Prototypical designs should be used where the land constraints are similar 

but should not be used to reduce A/E or construction savings. 

During the last program, some vendors were not able to provide spare parts, or the spare parts were proprietary and costly.  This was 

especially true for chillers, control systems, fire alarms and other similar systems.  The possibility of listing pre-qualified vendors in the 

design guidelines was discussed.  The District will consider the pros and cons and consider modifying the deign guidelines to be more 

specific. 

The possibility of establishing an RFQ to pre-qualify product vendors and establish a product list and pricing schedule was discussed.  

The District does have some legal constraints.  There is always the possibility that a contractor or vendor could appeal to the Board if 

they are deemed not qualified or are not selected based on pricing.  The district will weigh these alternatives and are considering taking 

action. 

More extensive community involvement was discussed.  This will be delegated to the Program Manager and will be considered on a 

case by case basis. 

The District reported that the Facilities and Maintenance staff assisted in establishing the design guidelines.  Deviations to the design 

guidelines must be approved in writing  by the District early in the design.  Several ideas for facilitating the design review process were 

discussed.  The District will establish a process for the Program Manager.

Mr. Rod Nickel of Minick Materials in Oklahoma City made a presentation on Structural Soil for the Urban Environment. Structural 

Soil is a product developed at Cornell University that provides a stable base for pavements while allowing for growth of tree and 

shrub root systems under the pavement without the usual heave and other problems.
